The staff of the State of Wisconsin, Department of Financial Institutions, Division of
Securities (hereinafter “the Division”), has conducted an investigation in this matter pursuant to
sec. 551.56, Wis. Stats. and as a result thereof alleges as follows:

L. Mark R. Anderson (“Anderson”) is an individual with a date of birth of January 7, 1976,
with a last known residence address at 4781 Deerfield Road, Eau Claire, WI 54701,

2. At all times material hereto Anderson was doing business as Renegade Archery Products,

LLC as the owner, operator and controlling person of Renegade Archery Products, LLC;

3. At all times material hereto, Renegade Archery Products, LLC had a last known business
address at that of 18224 County Highway DD, Bloomer, Wisconsin 54724,

4. During the period of June 2006, Anderson offered and sold equity interests in Renegade
Archery Products, LLC to at least one person in Wisconsin;

5. Pursuant to the investment document entitled “PURCHASE AGREEMENT,” signed on
June 1, 2006, by Anderson and the person in Wisconsin referred to in Paragraph 5 above,
Anderson, on behalf of Renegade Archery Products, LLC, sold to the person 50 percent of the
capitol ownership of Renegade Archery Products, LLC, in the form of stock, and title to the
certain purchased assets, in exchange for $150,000 and a $150.000 line of credit;

6. According to records of the State of Wisconsin, Department of Financial Institutions,
Renegade Archery Products, LLC was not registered as a limited liability company in Wisconsin
until August 30, 2006;

7. According to the person to whom Anderson sold the equity interests referred to in
Paragraphs 4 and 5 above, Anderson omitted to disclose that Renegade Archery Products, LLC
was not registered as a limited liability company; and

8. Anderson has violated sec. 551.41(2), Wis. Stats. by making an untrue statement of a
material fact in connection with the offer and sale of securities to the person in Wisconsin, referred
to in Paragraphs 4 and 5 above.

Therefore, the statf of the Bureau of Registration & Enforcement petitions the Administrator of
the Division of Securities for the issuance of the attached Order pursuant to Ch. 551, Wis. Stats.
